Thank the group for attending the meeting about “Your Organization Name” Fund workplace giving campaign.
If time allows use Ideas to warm up the audience:

· Ask questions:  Do they visit museums, attend concerts or the theater, or see public art projects?  Do they study or enjoy particular forms of music, photography, or other arts?  Are their children or grandchildren involved in the school band, orchestra, art projects, or performances?  

· Tell a story about you or one of your family member’s personal involvement in arts and cultural activities. Show or talk about your kids or grandkids art projects(“refrigerator art”).
· If you can identify something that relates the organization to arts and cultural activities, compliment them for their involvement.
